COURSE DESCRIPTION

In English III, American Literature and Composition, students will combine the study of American literature and media with a continued emphasis on writing. In collaborative groups students will read a variety of genres and recommended authors from a variety of historical periods. Students will complete an author study, career project, and a multimedia choice project on the American Dream and its current state.

Students will write in response to literature, their personal experiences and review the writing of their peers. They will create persuasive and informative essays, articles, letters and reviews using the six traits of writing. Emphasis on the writing process is focused on the development of ideas, organization, voice, word choice, sentence fluency, and conventions. The course of study continues to cover traditional grammar and its use and related skills, such as spelling, oral communication, writing, study skills, and library/research use.

Written Assessment: For each unit students will compose an analytical essay, and/or create a project using a combination of media, primary and secondary sources. Formal assessment i.e. tests and quizzes will be given at the middle and end of each unit, timed writings will serve as an assessment twice a semester. Students will assess themselves on their progress, understanding of literature, and writing process. Informal assessment will occur on a daily basis via class discussion, journaling, homework review, and group presentations. Students will be required to use a variety of technological resources in the drafting and completion of their written work and oral presentations. 
Class rules

1. Be Respectful of classmates, the teacher, resources, and different opinions
Respect shows in the words you choose, the attitude you have, and how you treat others, be nice!

2. Be Prepared: for class discussions, group work, tests, and presentations

Prepared scholars have their required materials: pens (blue, black, and your choice), paper, the completed assignment due, and show evidence of having read the required assignment by contributing to the discussion and asking questions

3. Be Accountable: for the information covered, working on and achieving your goals, to yourself and your peer groups. Accountable scholars get help when they need it by using provided materials first, asking peers, and if still in doubt, contacting the teacher. If you cannot find the answer from any one of those sources, use iSeek, Ask, or other study aids i.e. Spark Notes

Grading Policy Turn in all homework through the class Gmail before the start of each class. Each of you has your own folder where you will upload the homework. Bring a printed copy of the homework with you to class. If you do not use the Gmail Documents to upload your homework after the first two weeks of school you will receive a 20% deduction on each assignment. Late work is only accepted within two weeks of the due date. For each day you are late, the grade will drop 10%. 

Academic Honesty: We all work hard to create our work. Plagiarism is stealing someone else's ideas and not giving them credit. All students will sign a contract agreeing to not plagiarize at the beginning of the semester. The Internet makes it very easy for me to tell where you gathered your information and if you gave credit. ALL resources need to be cited: visual media: photos, maps, cartoons, video, audio media: sound bytes, songs and samples, written media: websites, published documents, and peer work must show the correct citation.

Discipline Policy: Students are expected to behave appropriately in class. This includes staying focused on the task at hand, respecting the person who is speaking by listening attentively and taking notes when content is discussed. Students need to come prepared and ready for discussion. If a student is rude to other students, defiant, or disrespectful, he or she will face the following consequences:

1. Verbal warning

2. Seat change, moved closer to the teacher

3. Behavior log, letter to the teacher/principal identifying the offending behavior, and explanation of actions

4. Sent to the academy coordinator’s office

5. Call home

	Public Documents: 
Students will review the founding document of our country in rehearsal to write a constitution for our class. Writing the constitution will give students an overview of what to expect this year, include a detailed look into the technology and 21st century learning standards, definitions, and framework that will be used to support the English Language Arts standards. 

What follows is a detailed look at what we will be doing the first two weeks of school. 


	Students will learn how to survey a text for significant ideas and supporting details. Students will participate in a webquest to review primary source documents. Non-CP students will review the concepts and elements involved in a constitution while CP students review two of the Federalist Papers, a series of essays that advocate the institution of the constitution  Non-CP students will review summaries of the papers, essays on what the constitution is and the structure of the document.

Choose author for Author Project. You will read 800 pages from one author. The author will come from the lists provided to you in class. Choose according to your interests. You will be writing papers of analysis, reflection, and comparison in the months to come and giving a presentation in second semester. 
	Students will study the philosophies of transcendentalism and American romanticism. Students will read essays, short stories, and poetry. Students will complete daily reading journals, and a combination of reflective and analytical essays, presentations, and re-dramatizations of the literature. 

Focus will be on the elements on American Romanticism including elements of gothic literature 

Debate: Justice/Injustice cast aside, treatment of outcasts in Victorian society

In class discussions will focus on the use of archetypes, theme, characterization, influence of politics, ethical and social ideas. 

The use of philosophy and presence of religion in the text and how the historical events shaped the characters and plot will also be analyzed and discussed. 

On the test for this unit students will be ask to contrast the literature and writing styles of authors from the colonial period and the Victorian or Romantic period.

Author Project Literary Biography


	Students will read the play The Crucible by Arthur Miller, continuing the discussion of how social and ethical concerns are presented in literature. The discussion will focus on genre, elements of theater, philosophy, politics of the era in which it was written. Why Miller chose to return to events three centuries earlier to infer consequences of political turmoil during the McCarthy era. 

This unit will also model what is necessary for the Author Project. A demonstration of internet research using educational database EBSCO will be shown in class. Students will be expected to identify the author’s bias through rhetorical devices, logical fallacies, implicit and explicit assumptions.

We will continue the discussion of archetypes and how they add to an argument as we look into word choice, tone, and characters’ philosophies.
